In May 2011, Dr. Andrade received the Ohtli Award, Mexico’s highest honor  presented to a civilian not living in  
Mexico, “in recognition of his contributions to the empowerment of the Mexican and the Mexican-American           
communities in the United  States. 
 
He is one of only four  Latinos in history to have been honored by the government of Mexico and by the government 
of the United States.
